No late entries will be accepted. Each exhibit must be the property of the exhibitor and
must be grown or created by them. Each exhibitor may enter only one item per class,
except where stated otherwise.

No charge to members and children. A 20p charge will be made to non-members, for
each entry in any class.

This will take place between 9.00 am and 11.30 am on the morning. No

exhibits will be accepted after this period. Exhibits other than floral arrangements must
be prepared on the preparation table, then taken to the section steward for recording.
Exhibitors will be provided with suitable containers for Classes 21 - 29 inclusive.
Exhibitor’s own containers may be used for Classes 30 & 31.

When staging, each exhibitor must obtain a card to be completed and placed with the
entry (as directed by the steward).

This will take place between 12.00 noon and 2.00 p.m., when only judges and stewards
will be present in the hall. Judges’ decisions must be taken as final.

1st Prize: 3 points, 2nd Prize: 2 points, 3rd Prize: | point.

A Trophy will be awarded to each overall Section winner and the best exhibit in each
section. This year a new award. The competitor with the highest total of points across
ALL of the sections will receive an overall Show Winner trophy - The Annand Trophy.
